When I was younger I used to enjoy watching a popular 
television show called Cheers.

When I walk down 
the street there are some neighbours who choose not to greet 
me or if they do their greeting can be guarded. The same 
with my office coworkers as my interactions are more 
heartfelt with some than others but at church I find a depth 
of connection that surpasses all others, a connection centred 
in the mystical Body of Christ.  
 
For not only at church are we greeted by our fellow 
parishioners but we are also greeted by Jesus who knows 
our names and is always glad that we came. We cannot 
fathom how much joy our presence together at church 
brings the Holy Trinity as God enjoys a meal with us and 
the saints, but reflecting back on Thanksgiving and seeing 
how happy my mother was to have all her family together 
for a meal gave me a small insight to what the joy of the 
divine banquet will be. Let us give thanks then for having a 
place to go each Sunday where everybody knows our name 
and they are always glad we came.
