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Each year on Palm Sunday, we read an account of the 
Passion of Jesus.

BLESSING OF THE EASTER BASKETS 
HOLY SATURDAY – APRIL 20TH 

10:30 AM  
AT THE ALTAR 

 
The blessing of the Easter baskets on Holy Saturday is a 
Eastern European tradition that has also found favour in 
North America. Although no two Easter baskets have 
exactly the same contents, there are certain foods that are 
traditionally found in the basket.  Easter bread is symbolic 
of Jesus the true bread of life.  Often the bread is a round 
loaf, which symbolizes the crown of thorns.  A horseradish 
root is symbolic of the nails used to crucify Jesus.  Eggs, 
dyed red, symbolize the drops of Jesus’ blood that was shed 
for our salvation. Ham or other meat is a sign of great joy 
and abundance of Easter and God’s mercy to us.  Wine can 
also be symbolic of the blood of Christ – given to gladden 
hearts so that we may rejoice in the resurrection.  Butter, in 
the shape of a lamb or a cross, reminds us of the goodness 
of Christ. Through symbolism, we have a short, but very 
memorable, catechism lesson of the Passion, Death, and 
Resurrection of Jesus.
