“COME AND SEE” -- John 1:35-42

When was the last time you received an invitation? What
expectations did you have? Have you ever been surprised
by what you heard and saw? To where it led you?
Invitations come in many shapes and sizes. Some come in
the mail or in an e-mail. Others come on the street corner.
Others come in ways unexpected. Some are personal,
almost intimate. Others are general and impersonal. No
matter their shape, size, or means, invitations ask us the
same question: “Why don't you come and see?

In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus invites each one of us to
“come and see”. A simple invitation and yet it can be an
invitation to ponder some fundamental questions of life that
challenges us. Questions such as, “What am I looking for?
What am I aiming for and want out of life? What is the goal
of my life? Searching questions that begs for deeper
reflection as to where we are and where we are going.
Questions we perhaps are asking ourselves during these
trying times, during some sobering moments when we
realize that we would like our lives to amount to more than
just eating and sleeping. Times when we long for meaning,
for purpose or identity or perhaps for healing.

Often we find ourselves constantly seeking to appease a
deep desire within; a desire for something, which is difficult
for us to name. Theologians have stated that at the core of
our identity as humans is a desire to find ourselves, a desire
for fulfillment, for love, a desire for the Divine, for God.

St. Augustine taught that our hearts are restless until they
rest in God. That means that the human heart is always
restless and always seeks more until we encounter the
source of love, which is God.

In this Gospel Jesus asks the most fundamental question of
life — “What are you looking for?” We respond to that
question through all our choices, large and small, and our
actions. When we seek out God whether it be by opening
the Bible, through prayer, personal or with others in
community, or in the sacraments; seeking makes us open to
whatever experiences God has in store for us.

Some Questions to Ponder:

As I journey through life, do I stop and ask myself the
question — “What am I looking for’?

What are the deepest longings of my restless heart? What
am I aiming for and trying to get out of life?

So often, I have only half-heard the invitation of Jesus to
come closer, to make my home with him. Why?

Perhaps, it is time to ask, “What are you looking for from
me, Lord?”
