“I will make you a light to the nations” 

Have you ever used too much soap on dishes or in the 
laundry and “enjoyed” the never-ending, overflowing 
stream of bubbles? Most modern soap is so concentrated 
that less than a dime’s worth can clean most things. Put 
simply, a little can do a lot when you add water to it. 

When Isaiah came onto the scene, Israel was not doing very 
well. The surrounding world powers often picked on tiny 
Israel and — due to their own trust issues and infidelity to 
God — God allowed His children to be bullied and enslaved 
as a result of their own sin, even though God loved them 
dearly. The first reading reminds us that God can do great 
things with very little. Israel will become “a light to the 
nations” (Isaiah 49:6). Through the second reading, St. Paul 
is reminding the new Church in Corinth that although they 
may be small in number and in power, they are holy and 
mighty in Christ. While St. John the Baptist lived as more 
of a hermit with questionable fashion sense and dietary 
habits, God used this “small” and seemingly insignificant 
desert dweller to put the Pharisees in their place, the people 
on notice, and the Lord upon His mission. 

You might look in the mirror and see everything you are 
“lacking.” You might wonder what you really have to offer 
the world. God doesn’t see you that way. He doesn’t focus 
on what you seem to lack but on how you love. He sees all 
He designed you to be and all that you can become by the 
help of His grace. You are greater than you can imagine. 
You can become a saint — a true light to the nations — and 
all God needs is your “yes.” What do you say? 

Reflect: Think of a specific talent you have. Why did God 
give you this talent? How have you used it in the past? How 
could you use it better in the future? 

Challenge of the Week: Is there a quality you have that 
isn’t from the Lord? For example, if you’ve noticed you’re 
really struggling with impatience, ask God confidently to 
rid you of that throughout this week.
