Today’s gospel gives us a snapshot of Jesus at the peak of 
his popularity in Capernaum. Everyone was milling around 
& his family had arrived from Nazareth to lend support. 
However, a group of scribes also arrived from Jerusalem, 
troubled by the way he was attracting crowds, driving out 
evil spirits and they accused him of being an agent of Satan 
and a fraud. This was a low point in the ministry of Jesus, 
who saw his life’s work as a battle with the kingdom of 
Satan. What was at stake was power. The power of God on 
the one hand and the power of evil on the other. The power 
of God is seen in compassion and love. The power of Satan 
is demonstrated in lies, hatred, jealousy and oppression.  
The great news about redemption is that evil will be 
overcome. No matter what our failures are, they can never 
separate us from the love of God. The most deeply moving 
truth that the church preaches is that we are forever loved 
by God. There are no limits to the possibility of salvation 
offered by Jesus. Our love for one another comes nowhere 
near the kind of love God has for sinners. Such to the extent 
of his love for the world, that he offers life to all and 
excludes nobody. He is at all times concerned with the 
conversion of people, but never with their destruction. It is 
never too late for a sinner to turn back to God to be 
accepted.
