13th Sunday in Ordinary Time        
In Mark’s gospel 
passage, we have 
the contrasting 
story of two sick 
people – a young 
girl of twelve and 
a woman who has 
been in poor 
health for twelve 
years.  There is 
nothing like health 
problems to bring 
us to our knees 
and we see Jairus, 
an important 
official, but also a 

parent, falling at the feet of Jesus in a desperate plea to save 
her life.  Even when the news arrives of the young girl’s 
death, Jarius’ faith still holds steadfast and his daughter is 
healed.  In a similar fashion, our hearts are moved by the 
plight of a woman with an incurable disease who is 
regarded as an untouchable outcast in society.  In Jesus’ 
time, woman had no rights and were their father’s property 
until they married.  In an uncommonly moving scene, 
desperate for a cure, she breaks with traditional custom and 
touches Jesus’ garment.  The faith of that woman is 
astonishing and through touch she experiences the power of 
God’s healing love.  Hearing only their cries for help, Jesus 
makes no distinction between the unknown woman in the 
crowd and the important synagogue official who was not 
one of his followers.  Any obstacles to approaching Jesus 
became unimportant because they possessed a faith that 
would have moved mountains.  Faith creates an opening for 
the power of God to enter.
