John the Baptist is an intriguing and challenging character.
Unlike Jesus, who had a normal family upbringing, John
left home while still a youth and went to live a hermit’s life
of lonely austerity in the desert. There he was summoned
by the Spirit to prepare a people, making them ready for the
coming of the Lord. His trademark was repentance for the
forgiveness of sins. His fiery message had an irresistible
fascination and struck a chord that resounded through the
whole countryside. He spoke powerfully to the sinful hearts
of people who had turned from God and warned them that
the time of judgement was near at hand. Many were
convinced by his preaching, acknowledged their sinfulness
and as a sign of their sincerity underwent a ritual cleansing
in the water of the Jordan. John the Baptist was a humble
man who spoke the truth but did not glorify himself.
According to his own words, he was merely a messenger
preparing the way for ‘Someone who is more powerful than
I am and whose sandals’ straps | am not fit to undo.’
